PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

15 Lambourne Close

Mrs Connie Moss said the proposed extensions would be out of character, too large with an increased footprint, and would result in loss of light to her property.  There were concerns that granting permission to this proposal would set a precedent for similar applications in the future.   



APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

247	Apologies for absence were received from Cllr R Bradbury, HCC Cllr West and TVBC Cllrs Charnley and Lashbrook. 



DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

248	Cllr Milner Williams declared an interest in the Three Villages Sports Trust and Village Association.



MINUTES

249	Resolved:	that the minutes of the meeting held on 5 December 2007 and the 				extraordinary meeting held on 7 January 2008 be confirmed as correct 				records and signed by the Chairman. 



Road Safety

250	Cllrs Bradbury and the Clerk had met John Clark of Hampshire Highways on site to discuss the stream bank and road safety.  Hampshire Highways currently had insufficient funds for repairing the stream bank wall but would erect a temporary barrier to ensure road safety and prevent further damage.  New enlarged 30 mph signs for the western entrance to the village had been ordered.  



Lains Shooting School

251	Four youngsters had taken up the free places on the Young Guns Academy.



Neighbourhood  Watch

252	Sixty households had been invited to the security event to be held on 20 February 2008.  The Parish Council would pay the hall hire, and the Village Association would cover the refreshment costs. 



TREE WORK

253	Scottish and Southern Electric will replace the beech tree that was felled and the company’s offer to provide and plant three trees in compensation for the loss of the tree with a TPO was accepted.  Councillors agreed on the following: 

One Alder to replace the sycamore on the Green

One Oak tree to replace the dead tree on the triangle at the western entrance

One flowering Cherry on the strip of land below the Stanbury Road bus shelter. 



254	The owner of the Old School had contributed towards the cost of removing the hedge on his boundary with the Green.  He requested that the remaining section of Leylandii hedge be removed and offered to pay for replacing the whole hedge with Yew.  Cllr Pennells objected to Yew as it was toxic.  



255	Resolved:	that quotes be sought for removing the Leylandii hedge and the whole hedge 			on the boundary with the Old School be replaced with Yew. 





THE GREEN

256	Resolved:	that the Village Association be permitted to hold the fete on the Green on 				Sunday 1 June 2008. 



SPORTS FIELD

Three Villages Sports Trust

257	The Chairman of the Three Villages Sports Trust had written confirming its responsibilities for the container used for storage and as a changing facility.  The Agreement with the Trust was being redrafted:  Councillors were asked to advise the Chairman or Clerk of any suggested amendments.   



258	Resolved:	that the Parish Council adopt ownership of the container on the Sports Trust, 			with the proviso that the Three Villages Sports maintain it and take 				responsibility for its eventual removal.



Car Park

259	Cllrs Milner Williams and Davis, and the Clerk had met John Winchcombe, the planning consultant for Earthline, on site to discuss plans for a 40-space car park with surrounding ditch.  The planning application would be submitted in late February/early March.  Earthline would only cover the cost of in-house work, including installation of a staggered barrier for pedestrians.  Permission would be required for removing a part of the hedgerow for the entrance to the car park.  



260	The Sports Trust would relocate the existing vehicular gate to allow access to the Sports Field from the car park, and would erect a height barrier at the car park entrance.  HCC, Hampshire Constabulary and the PTA would be asked for support. 



COUNTY AND BOROUGH COUNCILLORS’ REPORTS

261	HCC Cllr West was not in attendance, but had advised that increases to the County tax would be kept within 5%.  



PLANNING

262	The Chairman had been in discussion with the Enforcement Officer who had investigated usage of land at Thruxton Down.  One landowner was possibly in breach of environmental conditions, and had been alerted to the penalties that could be imposed.  The Enforcement Officer had received an anonymous phone call from someone purporting to speak on behalf of the Parish Council concerning a summer house at May Cottage (which was within permitted development).  The Chairman assured Councillors that no such contact had been made by authorised representatives of the Parish Council.

ATTENDANCE AT EVENTS

267	Cllrs Milner Williams and Davis had attended the recent Planning User Group meeting.  The TVBC Local Development Core Strategy was being circulated for consultation.  Another 1500 house would be required in the Borough and a series of exhibitions would be held in the Guildhall  on 21, 22 and 23 February 2008.  The Government will be introducing one comprehensive planning application form to replace the number currently in use. 



268	 Cllr Davis had attended a meeting on the STOP campaign in connection with the proposed Andover Airfield development.  There were still objections to the proposed travel plan from the Highways and Environmental Authorities.  A similar application for a site in Farnborough had been given outline planning approval.  The local planning application would be considered by the Northern Area Planning Committee on 25 February 2008.

100 Acre Roundabout

272	Cllr Pennells was concerned about newspaper reports that another bridge would be built at the roundabout.  The Chairman explained that Goodmans, developers of the Andover Airfield site, would be constructing the new bridge to provide access to the Airfield whether or not the proposed ‘Tesco’ development went ahead.
