453 Apologies for absence were received from Cllr Mrs J Saunders &

Election of Chairman 

454 Cllr Davis proposed Cllr Milner-Williams be returned as chairman, this was seconded by Cllr Mrs D Foynes. All in favour.  Cllr Milner-Williams accepted and signed the necessary declaration.

Election of Vice Chairman 

455 Cllr Milner-Williams proposed Cllr Davis become vice chairman, this was seconded by Cllr Mrs K Phillipson. All in favour Cllr Davis accepted and signed the necessary declaration.

456 It was noted that Cllr R Mallock and Cllr R Pennells had both resigned in the year and that Cllr Mrs J Saunders and Cllr M Windsor had been co-opted to replace them.

Mileage Rates
459 The clerk confirmed the revised mileage rates as published by local government authorities. It was proposed by the Chairman and agreed by all present to restrict any claims to 40 pence per mile in line with HMRC rates thus avoiding any income tax implications. 
Play Area report

460 Cllr Mrs D Foynes reported that the play area was in good repair. The swing seats were looking worn from general use and weather conditions and a quote to replace these had been received for the sum of £405. All agreed these should be purchased. The offer of more play equipment from the circuit had been considered, while there was certainly room to house this, the cost or moving it was thought to be prohibitive. The matter will be further investigated.

Adoption of BT Telephone Box
463 The clerk was able to report she had now been able to obtain the necessary contract regarding this issue. It remained unclear whether the electricity supply to the kiosk would be withdrawn at no cost to the Parish Council Cllr Milner-Williams agreed to ascertain this, review, sign and return along with the previously agreed payment of £1.

Thruxton War Memorial Hall trustees had submitted a request for a grant to assist with running costs in the forthcoming year. All agreed a grant of £400 was appropriate and a cheque for this sum was signed.

Other matters noted were the receipt of the first half of the precept £4765.00, and a VAT refund of £147.69. 
Anton Drawing Office who print the newsletter had increased their charges from £19.20 to £25.60 per month. While this was a large percentage increase all felt the service and quality provided by the company justified the increase.
Southern electric contracting who maintain the street lights had also increased their charges. The minimal increase was accepted by those present.

Attendance at Events

468 The Chairman reported his appointment to a TVBC Community Safety Partnership, a body working closely with the Police. Cllr Milner-Williams and the clerk asked the parish council for approval to attend the TVAPC meeting on 27th May 2010. All present agreed.
Correspondence

469 Copies of correspondence between a Lt Col (retd) Fisher and TVBC regarding rubbish on the A303 had been received. These will be circulated to all. 

An invitation to attend a special service at Winchester Cathedral had been received. Cllr Milner-Williams would represent the Parish Council.
 A letter had been received that confirmed the road through Thruxton Down was now officially to be known as Thruxton Down Road.    
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ANY OTHER BUSINESS
470 Cllr Milner-Williams reported that the residents of St Johns Lane were proposing to carry out some repairs to the lane. Cllr Davis advised that Southern Electric and Aster housing should be contacted for potential grants as they made use of this lane and had given funding in the past.

The clerk advised that an invitation had been received from the church asking representatives from the Parish Council to attend the annual village service and also select one or two hymns for the service. The Chairman would not be able to attend as he would be abroad but was very keen to have Parish Council representation at the service. Details of who would attend, and the hymns chosen would be confirmed at the June meeting.
