VILLAGE WEB SITE

The Chairman stated that this matter was becoming too protracted.  He had been in touch with the Local Channel.  It was agreed that further information would be sought and a meeting held between Cllrs Davis, Hopkins and the Chairman.  Cllr Davis reported on a scheme to install IT equipment in suitable village locations.





PLAY AREA


32	The annual inspection of the play area had been undertaken by RoSPA.  As recommended the barrier between the swings would be replaced.  The recommendations for road signs and litter bins were thought to be inappropriate for the location.   





Regular Inspections


33	George Raynor volunteered to make weekly visual inspections of the Play Area, as required by the Insurers.  These would be formally recorded in a format to be devised by the Clerk.

SPORTS FIELD


35	The Parish Council remained responsible for the play area, and had public liability insurance cover for non-sporting activities on the field.  No progress could be made with providing a youth shelter until the legal process for the sale of the field had been concluded.





36	Three local youths and one other had been interviewed and cautioned in connection with recent vandalism.  Cllr May requested that users of the field be warned about broken glass lying around the portakabins.
